Chairman’s Welcome and Apologies for absence: The chairman welcomed all to the meeting and the absence of Cllr Philip Morris-Jones was noted.

Declarations of Interest were given by  Cllr A Gillias, as a Councillor for Rugby Borough Council (RBC)  and Chair of RBC’s Planning Committee and Cllr K Shaw as grounds contractor to Pailton Parish Council (PC).

Standing orders were suspended to allow members of the public to address the meeting  A parishioner asked once again that the black vehicle that has been parked on the Coventry Road for some months be removed.  The parishioner cited detailed extracts from road traffic legislation that meant it could and should be moved – the police had previously declined to act as it was taxed and insured.  The vehicle has not been moved for some months - far longer than the statutory 15 days; it was no longer roadworthy because of a flat tyre and continues to block access to two dropped kerb.   It was agreed that TG and AW would speak to PC Tony Winter to push for its timely its removal.
Another parishioner asked if TG had been able to determine the exact date when the Pailton War Memorial was installed as the village intended to celebrate its centenary this year.  Councillors were asked to consider if the grass around the memorial could be removed and replaced with a hard surface.,  after some discussion it was agreed to consider this further.  The clerk was asked to see what grants might be available from the Commonwealth War Memorial body to look at funding opportunities.

Reports

a. County Council.   AW updated the meeting on a number of issues
· The School Places for Ukrainian refugees was working well in Rugby

· The Commonwealth Games will be starting shortly

· The Fire Brigade are looking for volunteer fireman

· AW had some concerns that the proposed Scrutiny of the Fire Service did not seem to be robust enough and he asked that residents and the PC support the continuation of an open system where the Fire Chief attends a public meeting where members of the public could raise any concerns.
· AW felt it was important to recognise that Warwickshire was a diverse county with significant differences in levels of deprivation between areas and it is essential that government ‘Levelling up Plans’ works to raise standards in the more deprived areas, rather than impacting negatively on other areas.
· Plans for road improvements funded by money from Magna Park have been improved but held up by the drain on people and resources from the huge HS2 work in the County.  He will continue to push for the plans to implemented.
b. Borough Councillor:  TG reported that
· He had attended the A5 Partnership improvement meeting and was encouraged that Midlands Connect and National Highways were both accepting this work as a part of the strategic road network – critical with very large new housing developments at Lutterworth East, Nuneaton and the 103 hectare work to finalised the DIrft project.
· He noted that there was a new head of Planning at RBC, Nicola Smith, and she had held breakfast meetings with businesses to drive forward regeneration in the town centre.
c. Village Hall Trust:    In summary Lesley French as chair of the VHT expressed her huge pride with the Jubilee Weekend events 

· describing them as a fantastic collaboration within the community, with events that complemented each other

· the VHT has submitted its bid to Live and Local to secure four local concerts for the village

· there is to be another breakfast café on 2 July but after this there will be a break until September
· During August work will be undertaken to repair the side wall and re-roof the porch
· New users continue to come forward to hire the hall – including from mid July acrylic painting classes

· The proposal to run the Wildlings nursery from the hall is not going ahead at the moment as the team have the opportunity to use premises attached to a school where they can ‘inherit’ some pupils.   However they expressed their sincere thanks to the VHT and PC for their support and the steps undertaken to bring the Hall up to Ofsted standards.
d. Playground Working Group – KS reported that the working group had met and it was agreed that
· KS was keen to squash the false rumour that the park was going to move to land behind the four new homes on Lutterworth Road.  Informal discussions had been had about the possibility of using this area for additional and occasional events – nothing further. 

· Local residents should be surveyed on their views on the playpark to ensure that any future plans can demonstrate the huge community support for the park.  This will help bids for grant funding.  CAVA has also offered to help with preparation of bids.

· KS will bring to the next meeting plans for the PC to consider to co-opt Colin Downes as a lengthsman, a paid role that will incorporate his grass cutting and safety work on the playground.
· a working group is being formed to tackle hedge cutting in the Autumn

White Lion – In summary TS made the following points – a copy of her report is attached as appendix 1.

· The last quiz raised £239.76p toward the White Lion and another event is booked for 30 June – further dates will be arranged for the Autumn
· Arrangement for the Garden Party on 3rd July are going well – and councillors were asked to encourage ticket sales
· There will be a large banner outside the marquee to promote the National Lottery’s supports
· New fund raising ideas proposed included 
· a ‘Pub Fest‘ on 1st October in the grounds of the White Lion, with a portaloo, mobile bar etc. Tasks to resolve before this event can be confirmed include checking insurance provision, weed killing (planned for 7 August )and clarifying who is the pub’s licensee after HDS’s resignation
· a Pub Games Evening’ on Saturday 12 November in the Village Hall
· These ideas were proposed by KS and seconded by AG
· TS is working towards a bid to the Community Ownership Fund for £250,000.  This is the organisation’s second round of funding and comprises two stages.  The first stage is an expression of interest that can be made in the name of the PC – if this is accepted then a formal bid must come from the White Lion community body. This can be deferred as it is critical to get the timing of the formal bid right as the time from award to spending of the funds is tight.

Finance & Governance

a. TG proposed that the current acting clerk be formally appointed to take on the role of Interim clerk and Responsible Financial Officer.  She will be paid for 22 hours a month on the national rate of £12.70 an hour.  This was seconded by KS.
b. TG proposed that the clerk action changes to the bank mandate and to the 
on- line banking arrangement.  Council signatures to be TG, TS and the clerk.  This was proposed by TG and seconded by KS. 

c. A copy of the Internal Audit for the year to March 2022 had previously been circulated and TG proposed that this was accepted, this was seconded by KS.

d. The clerk drew councillors attention to the importance of the Governance statement, which had previously been circulated. After considering this the councillors reviewed the statement of accounts.  TG proposed the acceptance of both documents, and authorised the clerk to submit the 21/22 AGAR. This was seconded by TS.

e. The clerk had previously circulated a new format for the cash book that provided greater clarity and meaningful information for councillors, including information on White Lion funding.    TG proposed that this be accepted and used for all future meetings – this was seconded by TS.

f. The following invoices were approved for payments: £120 for hanging baskets in the village, £955.81 for the Council’s annual insurance premium and £552 for the annual hosting and support of the village website.   It was agreed that the website costs seemed high and the clerk was asked to prepare a comparative assessment of alternative provision for the next year.   It was also noted that the clerk should receive her remuneration from mid-May to end of June.  The acceptance of all invoices was proposed by TG and seconded by TS.

Planning Applications and Issues for Consideration: 
· The councillors had previously  received information on the appeal for planning application R21/0914.  This was discussed in light of their original submission for this application and it was agreed that the clerk should reiterate the councillors earlier concerns and submit these to the Planning Inspectorate before the 13 July 2022.  This was proposed by KS and seconded by TS.

On-going Village Matters
a. KS reported that he is progressing the renovation and will report back to next meeting.
b. TG reported that he had been in contact with Graham Stanley of WCC and would seek to progress the issues identified by the Working Group and councillors agreed it was important that robust data on traffic is collected.  A parishioner had contacted Mr Stanley directly with his concerns, TG will speak to him directly and his active participation in the Working Group would be welcome.
c. Street Lighting – Western Power Distribution had now agreed to reconnect the light outside 66 Lutterworth Road.  The clerk report that she has concerns on the steeply rising electricity costs for street lamps and that by the end of the year costs will have tripled – it was agreed that the clerk should progress plans for the Council to consider re changing to LED lights which are more energy efficient and therefore cheaper.  The PC would also consider the use of timers to cut lighting costs – but not by the chicanes.   In the meantime the clerk would use the facility set up by WALC – Clear Utilities – to see is the PC can buy cheaper electricity than that provided through N-Power, who were also introducing standing charges for the first time of over £366 a year.
d. Ex Service Man’s Club – KS reported that the landowners had put large gates to block illegal access, littering and inappropriate parking.   This did not present a problem to cutting of the playpark as CD would be provided with a key.
e. Posts on the Green – KS still getting quotes for this.

f. Footpaths – KS reported that he keeps them under review and as the amenity contractor he will ensure they are accessible.  There are some signs of wild flowers coming through after the planting event in May.

g. Neighbourhood Watch/police reports.   Parishioner Mr J Fowkes has now set up the Neighbourhood Watch scheme for the village and posters are in some noticeboards.   A parishioner at the meeting reported that the scheme still attracted village support but more should be done to promote this.  No police report received this month.

h. TS offered to write the Round the Revel Submission – to include mention of the village Neighbourhood Watch.
